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INFLUENCE OF FRESH FM “SHE MATTERS” RADIO PROGRAMME ON DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AMONG WOMEN IN OLUYOLE LOCAL GOVERNMENT AREA, IBADAN OYO STATE.

Abstract: This article explores the  influence of the "SHE MATTERS" radio programme, broadcasted on Fresh FM, on addressing and reducing domestic violence among women in the Oluyole Local Government Area of Ibadan, Oyo State. The study examines the strategies employed by the programme to raise awareness, provide support, and empower women to combat domestic violence within their households. To study the Influence of Fresh FM She Matters Radio Programme on Domestic Violence Among Women in Oluyole local government, Ibadan, Oyo State, the researchers adopted the survey research method. A Survey questionnaire was designed to gather quantitative data from a representative sample of women in Oluyole local government.
Through this quantitative data analysis,, the research highlights the positive impact of "SHE MATTERS" in promoting gender equality, enhancing women's safety, and fostering community dialogue on combating domestic violence. Findings suggest that the radio programme has effectively engaged and mobilized women in Oluyole, leading to increased awareness, empowerment, and advocacy against domestic violence. The article concludes with recommendations for sustaining and expanding the programme's reach to further contribute to the eradication of domestic violence in the region. 
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Introduction
            Radio is a channel for dissemination of information and news to an heterogeneous audience. Edegoh et al, (2015), explains that radio disseminate information, news items, transmit political programmes, development projects and pitfalls of the various arms of government in a particular country. Radio promotes economic development, and arouses national consciousness and unity. Radio happens to be one media outlet that can carry out effective and efficient heal to a considerable extent. Similarly, Nwabueze (2017) made reference to the potentials of the radio broadcast medium. He opines that, radio is considered to be the most effective, popular, and trustworthy media for reaching a big and diverse audience. Radio has the ability to serve both illiterate and literate people unlike the print media. Radio is an audio device of passing messages to a large audience. Radio involves the process by which messages are sent through electrical waves. In other words, the sound could be sent and received through these waves, (Sambe, 2028:75). According to Idebi (2018:1) the word Radio is the process of sending and receiving messages through the air, using electromagnetic waves. It is also about the activity of broadcasting programmes for people to listen to the programmes being broadcast. While Apuke (2014) Opines that radio is one of the most important means of communication. Through radio, people send spoken words, music, and other communication signals through the air to any part of the world. Radio broadcasts now feature music, news, discussion, interviews, description of sports events and advertising. People drive to their jobs listening to car radios and spend leisure hours hearing their favorite programs on radio. Radio also has a wide variety of news in addition to broadcasting airplane pilots, astronauts, construction workers, policemen, sailors and others who do many kinds of jobs use radio for quick communication. According to McQuail & Windahl (2015), radio is a mass communication medium that plays a crucial role in disseminating information, shaping public opinion, and fostering social cohesion. They highlight the importance of understanding communication models to study how radio influences individuals and society. Hilmes (2011) explores radio as a cultural artifact with a rich history deeply intertwined with American society. She delves into the evolution of radio programming, its impact on shaping national identity, and its role in reflecting and reinforcing cultural norms and values. Lysloff (2003) views radio as a technological tool that facilitates the production and dissemination of music and sound culture. He examines the intersection of radio with music and technoculture, exploring how radio technology shapes musical practices and consumption patterns.
           According to scholars in the field of media studies and communication, a radio program is a scheduled broadcast of audio content on radio stations, encompassing various formats such as talk shows, interview, dramas, comedy shows and more. These programmes are designed to entertain, inform, educate, or engage listeners, often following specific formats and schedules. Scholars emphasizes the importance of radio programming in shaping cultural narratives, fostering community engagement, and reflecting societal values through its content choices and delivery methods. 
            Domestic violence is the intentional and persistent abuse of anyone in the home in a way that causes pain, distress or injury. It is a common occurrence throughout Nigeria and “wears many faces”. It involves disrespect and powerlessness that runs through women’s lives. It is a violation of human rights (Nwankwo, 2003). It refers to any abusive treatment of one’s family member by another, thus violating the law of basic human rights. It includes the battering of intimate partners and others, sexual abuse of children, marital rape, and traditional practices that are harmful to women (Ahiie, 2009). The revelation from these definitions is that domestic violence is usually a deliberate action and not a mistake or an act of the devil.
            Violence against women is said to be a force, whether overt or covert, used to rest from a woman upon something that she does not want to give from her own free will and which causes her either physical injury or emotional pain or both as the case may be. (Women and violence, 2011). Famwang (2008) opines that violence as the intentional use of physical force with the intension for causing injury, harm, disability or death. In the words of Waddington, et al (2024), violence is ‘‘the actual or threatened, knowing or intentional application of statutory impermissible physical force by one person directly against one or more other persons outside the contexts both of formal institutional or organizational structures and of civil or otherwise collective disorders and movements for the purpose of securing some end against the will or without the consent of the other person or persons’’. Thus, it may appear to be self-evident what ‘violence’ is but, in reality, ‘violence’ is ‘‘a slippery term which covers a huge and frequently changing range of heterogeneous physical and emotional behaviors, situations and victim-offender relationships’’ (Levi & Maguire, 2022).
           Over the time, the term has been subjected to various definitions. According to Amnesty International, Nigeria (2005), it as an act of threatening, harassment or violence of any kind either psychological, physical, sexual or emotional between adults involved in a relationship or previously involved in one, regardless of their sex gender. Violence against women includes also domestic violence, rape, sexual assault, human traffic, genital mutilation and forced marriage. Many women experience different kind of domestic violence from their husbands ranging from physical abuse such as beating, slapping, using of objects on the woman, suffocating, etc. Sexual abuse is another kind of domestic violence women experience in their homes such as forced vaginal penetration, anal penetration, oral stimulation, forced exposure to material or explicit sexual activity. Violence against women includes any spoken, physical or sexual act meant to violate either body or identity of a woman regardless of her age, race, ethnicity or country.
            Women against domestic violence 2014, opines that domestic violence threatens many Nigerian families and, unfortunately, increases mortality rate in our society. It makes women feel less of themselves and reduces their dignity of person in the society. Every country frowns on the issue of domestic violence including Nigeria. In section 42 of 1999 constitution of the Federal Republic of Nigeria (As Amended), guarantees all Nigeria including women, the right from discrimination on basis sex. Also, Section 34 guarantees every citizen the right to dignity of human person which in it subsection (a)  the law forbids torture and inhuman or degrading treatments, subsection (b) of  the rule of law also forbids the subjection of anybody to slavery or servitude yet violence against women continues unabated, unchecked and this has been blamed on the loopholes in our laws, some of which undermine the provision for equality in the constitution. One thing about domestic violence is that it can happen to anyone irrespective of their social status, race, religion or education.
            She Matters with Mrs Olufunke Adetuberu is a radio programme which tackles relationships, family, marriage, success, and general life issues with constructive methods. She Matters on Fresh FM 105.9 in Ibadan is a radio programme that focuses on empowering and highlighting womens voices, it covers various topics like women’s achievements, challenges, and inspiring stories. The programme aims to create a space where women can share their experiences, discuss important issues, and inspire others. It covers a wide range of topics including women’s rights, leadership, career development, and personal growth. 
           The problem of domestic violence cuts across all levels, irrespective of class, education or
financial position of family members (Okemgbo 2002; Ajala, 2007; Weiss, 2014;
Mutangadura, 2008; Ross, 2015 Abama & Kwaja, 2009). Present studies on coping strategies
have focused on civil protection and community intervention (Magil, Komanski and Ross, 2015;
Also, Margit Ganster-Bredler (2010) reported that 69% of the respondents believed that a man must show that he is the boss in the relationship and 78% believed that women had to completely obey the husband whatever he does to her. 
            The high commonness of violence among women in Oluyole Local Government Area poses a significant threat to their safety, wellbeing, and fundamental rights. This problem of violence among women is a serious issue that affects not only individuals but also the community as a whole. It creates a culture of fear, endless gender inequality, and thwart the progress of the society. It is imperative to address this problem by promoting awareness, education, and implementing effective measures to inhibit violence and provide support to the victims.
Despite increasing awareness campaigns and interventions targeting domestic violence against women, the prevalence of such incidents remains a significant concern in Oluyole local government area. While scholars such as Smith (2018) and Johnson (2020) have highlighted the efficacy of media programs in influencing social attitudes and behaviors, there exists a gap in understanding the specific impact of Fresh FM She Matters radio program on women  attitudes, perceptions, and behaviors related to domestic violence among women in the local community. Therefore, the problem statement aims to investigate the extent to which the radio program contributes to raising awareness on domestic violence among women in Oluyole local government area.
Specifically this Study seeks to

1.  investigate the extent of influence of fresh FM’s ‘SHE MATTERS’ radio programme on women in Oluyole Local Government Area, Ibadan.
1. access the  factor  that  predisposes  women  in  Oluyole  Local  Government Area, Ibadan  to  listen  to  fresh  FM’s  “SHE  MATTERS”  radio  programme.
1. find  out  whether  fresh  FM’s  “SHE  MATTERS”  radio  programme  has  helped  in  curbing  domestic  violence  among  women  in  Oluyole  Local  Government Area, Ibadan.L
LITERATURE REVIEW AND THEORETICALFRAMEWORK
Domestic Violence: A Concept
The term domestic includes violence by an intimate partner wherever this violence takes place and by whatever forms. Violence against women constitutes any act of gender-based violence that results in, or is likely to result in, physical, sexual or psychological harm or suffering to women. There are varied types of violence that results in violation of human rights which includes physical abuse, sexual abuse, psychological abuse, emotional abuse, financial abuse, material abuse, abandonment, neglect, serious loss of dignity and respect. Previous researches showed that violence is not always perpetrated in form of physical violence but psychological and verbal (Pourreza, Batebi and Moussavi, 2004). Instances of Intimate Partner Violence tend not to be reported to police and thus many experts believe that the true magnitude of the problem is hard to estimate (Centers of Disease Control and Prevention, 2011).
      Yogo (2008) stated that domestic violence is a pressing global issue which is often associated with women’s isolation from supportive kin ties. Therefore, coping strategies of women living with domestic violence is rooted in historical, cultural and religious precedents. However, the dynamic nature of human relations has made it complex for some women to cope particularly, in Nigeria. It is estimated that one in every five women faces some form of violence during her lifetime and these often results to injury or death in Nigeria (Abama and Kwaja, 2009, Okemgbo et al 2002). Ajala (2007) claimed that women and girls are exposed to violence virtually all through their life cycle. He added that it is apparent that women suffer physical, emotional, sexual and economical violence by their intimate partners. According to him, the violence most times is protected by family secrecy, cultural norms, fear and shame, community’s reluctant on domestic affair and social stigma makes the women remain silent. Violence against women is defined in general as a force, whether overt or covert, used to rest from a woman upon something that she does not want to give from her own free will and which causes her either physical injury or emotional pain or both as the case may be. (Women and violence, 2011). Famwang (2008) defined violence as the intentional use of physical force with the intension for causing injury, harm, disability or death. In the words of Waddington, Badger & Bull (2004), violence is ‘‘the actual or threatened, knowing or intentional application of statutory impermissible physical force by one person directly against one or more other persons outside the contexts both of formal institutional or organizational structures and of civil or otherwise collective disorders and movements for the purpose of securing some end against the will or without the consent of the other person or persons’’. Thus, it may appear to be self-evident what ‘violence’ is but, in reality, ‘violence’ is ‘‘a slippery term which covers a huge and frequently changing range of heterogeneous physical and emotional behaviors, situations and victim offender relationships’’ (Levi & Maguire, 2002). Domestic violence is the intentional and persistent abuse of anyone in the home in a way that causes pain, distress or injury. It is a common occurrence throughout Nigeria and “wears many faces”. It involves disrespect and powerlessness that runs through women’s lives. It is a violation of human rights (Nwankwo, 2003). It refers to any abusive treatment of one’s family member by another, thus violating the law of basic human rights. It includes battering of intimate partners and others, sexual abuse of children, marital rape and traditional practices that are harmful to women (Ahiie,2009). Due to economic abuse and isolation,  the  victims  usually  have  very  little  money  of  their  own  and  few  people  on  whom they  can  rely  when  seeking  help.  This  has  been  shown  to  be  one  of  the  greatest  obstacles facing  victims  of  domestic  violence,  and  the  strongest  fact  that  can  discourage  them  from leaving  their  perpetrators  (Stop  Violence  against  Women,  2010).  In addition  to  lacking financial resources, victims of domestic violence often lack specialized skills, education, and training that are necessary to find gainful employment, and also may have several children to support.
Domestic violence is the intentional and persistent abuse of anyone in the home in a way that causes pain, distress or injury. It is a common occurrence throughout Nigeria and “wears many faces”. It involves disrespect and powerlessness that runs through women’s lives. It is a violation of human rights (Nwankwo, 2003). It refers to any abusive treatment of one’s family member by another, thus violating the law of basic human rights. It includes battering of intimate partners and others, sexual abuse of children, marital rape and traditional practices that are harmful to women (Ahiie,2009). The revelation from these definitions is that domestic violence is usually a deliberate action and not a mistake or an act of the devil.
2.1.6 Domestic violence and Women
UNICEF  (2001)  in  its  study  asserted  that  traditionally  in  Nigeria,  as  in  many  other  African countries,  the  beating  of  wives  and  children  is  widely  sanctioned  as  a  form  of  discipline.  Therefore,  in  beating  their children  parents  believe  they  are  instilling  discipline  in  them, much the same way as in husbands beating their wives, who are regarded like children to be prone to indiscipline which must be curbed. Cases of domestic violence against women have been on  the  increase  in  Nigeria.  There  have  been  reports  of  cases  of  husbands  killing  and maiming their wives in the media. The statistics presented by This Day (2011) newspaper are daunting.  About  50%  of  women  have  been  battered  by  their  husbands.  Shockingly,  more educated  women  (65%)  are  in  this  terrible  situation  as  compared  with  their  low  income counterparts  (55%).  Most  endure,  believing  they  have  nowhere  to  go  and  in  any  case, believing, for good reason, that the law will not protect them. Staggering 97.2% of them are not prepared to report to the Nigeria Police.  
Project  alert  (2001),  in  a  survey  on  violence  against  women  conducted  interviews  with women  working  in  the  markets  and  other  places  of  work  and  girls  and  young  women  in secondary schools and universities, in Lagos state, Nigeria. 64.4% of 45 women interviewed in the work place said they had been beaten by a partner (boyfriend or husband), 56.6% of 48 interviewed market  woman  admitted  experiencing  such  violence.
According  to  Amnesty International,  the  federal  and  state  governments  were  partly  responsible  for  these  alarming figures.  Neither  the  federal  or  state  governments  were  doing  anything  to  stem  this  violence and in some cases were even condoning it, thus putting at risk millions of women nationwide.     
Similar interviews carried out in Oyo state and other parts of Nigeria, yielded similar results. The incidence  of  domestic  violence  is  high.  In  a  study  carried  out  by  Obi  and  Ozumba (2007),  on  the  factors  associated  with  domestic  violence,  in  South  East,  Nigeria,  70%  of respondents reported abuse in their family with 92% of the victims being female partners and the remaining 8% being male. The common forms of abuse reported were shouting at a partner (93%), slapping or pushing (77%) and punching and kicking (40%). It is however disturbing to note that many women do not  know  if  they  had  been  abused  or  not  (AfrolNews,  2007).  This  could  be  due  to  the acceptance of some abusive behaviour as ‘normal’. Reports in the print and electronic media reveal vicious attacks on women by intimate partners in different forms such as ‘acid bath’, rape, beatings, some of  which sometimes result in the death of the victim. Many victims do not report for fear of reprisal from abusers or the belief that the police and the judicial system cannot help.  The  police  are  also  reported  to  frequently  dismiss  complaints  of  domestic violence as a ‘private matter’ Agbo & Choji (2014) in the study carried out in Abuja, Nigeria, a mother of one narrated her ordeal in the hands of her husband who constantly  was hitting and beating her whenever he was drunk, and she lost two pregnancies as a result of his brutality.
Also, in July 2014 Agbo &  Choji  reported  a  case  of  34  years  old  housewife,  Mrs  Fatima  Bankole,  who  had  her  face stitched 26 times, after she got battered by her husband, Alhaji Kamoru Bankole for taking a piece  of  fish  from  the  pot  to  break  her  fast.  The  CLEEN  Foundation  National  Crime Victimization Survey, 2013, reported that 1 in every 3 respondents admitted to being a victim of  domestic  violence.  The  survey  also  found  a  nationwide  increase  in  domestic  violence  in the past three years from 21 percent in 2011 to 30 percent in 2013.
Nigeria is one of the societies that recorded the highest rate of domestic violence in the world (Balogun & John-Akinola, 2015; Linos et al., 2013; Aihie, 2009). It is worthy of note that, just like other developing countries, there is a paucity of information on the nationwide official statistical data on the prevalence of domestic violence in Nigeria (Olayanju, Naguib, Nguyen, Bali, & Vung, 2013). However, some studies have reported the prevalence rate of violence with varying degree, according to regions and religions. One of the profound studies on domestic violence in Nigeria is the National Demography and Health Survey (NDHS) of 2008. In this survey, the lifetime prevalence of violence was 27.7%, ranging from 13.1% in the North to 52% in the Southern part of the country (Balogun & John-Akinola, 2015; Nwabunike & Tenkorang, 2015). However, there are several other studies about violence in Nigeria that reported different prevalent rate of domestic violence. The possible reasons that accounted for these variations can be attributed to the differences in the study areas and the purpose of the research (Ajah, Anthony, Nkwo, Nwakoby, & Ezeonu, 2014). Most studies in the Southern part of Nigeria, such as Nelson (2015) and Ilika (2005), recorded high prevalence of domestic violence largely due to the consumption of alcohol. For instance, Balogun, Owoaje, and Fawole (2012) reported 64% and 70% among the rural and urban women, respectively, in south-western Nigeria. Nelson (2015) noted that consumption of alcoholism in the Southern states accounted for the high prevalence rate of domestic violence among the women surveyed. Another nationwide study showed that 11% of the respondents had experienced domestic violence in their lifetime.

Influence of Domestic Violence Radio Programme of on Nigerian Women (Fresh FM She Matters)
Domestic violence radio programs in Nigeria can have a profound influence on women by providing them with crucial information about their rights, available support services, and strategies for safety. The mass media have been in a frontal place of carrying out advocacy and Campaigns for the rights of women over the years. This is because of their perceived Powerful forces to reckon with in the fight against domestic violence. Kamath (2008) affirmed this position when he asserts that the press is the most potent instrument of a Virtual Knowledge Centre (2012) avers that the media play a paramount role in Awareness creation and education against violence on women. Journalism techniques can be employed in advocating for women’s right as well as help media audiences Live a better life in the society (Jensen, 2008; Niles, 2011).The broadcast media have demonstrated an undeniable prowess in fighting for Women’s right in the society. Through their well packaged programmes, radio Stations have been known for creating a far-reaching awareness about women’s Welfare in Nigeria and the world over. Fresh FM Radio station has created and packaged a programme called “She Matters” with its primary objective to denounce domestic violence and assert the rights of women In the society. It is against this backdrop that this study seeks to know whether Fresh FM Radio programme “She Matters” has been able to create the necessary awareness Against domestic violence among women in Abacha community.

       Theoretical Framework
Out of the gamut of theories explaining knowledge sharing practices, the researcher found, The Agenda-setting Theory relevant to this study.
The Agenda-Setting Theory
The Agenda-setting Theory was adopted for this study because the theory anchors on media effect and how the media shape issues in their proper perspectives in the society. In other words, if a news article is reported regularly hersons  that  is  of  interest  to  the  researcher  and  to  whom  the  research  results  can  be  generalized.  This research study focused  on  women  in  Oluyole  Local  Government, Ibadan,  from  19 years  and  above. According to  National  Population  Commission  (2006),  the  population  figure  of  women  ranging  from  19 years  to  69 years in Oluyole Local Government is  101,090.  Therefore,  the  population of  study  for  this  research  will  include  women  who  listen  to  the  program  “SHE  MATTERS”  on  Fresh  FM.  A sample can be termed as a subset of a population set aside for study. According to Ajayi (2009) sample size is defined as a process of selecting a portion of the population for the purpose of generalizing the findings about the sample itself. The population of women in oluyole local government is 101,090. According to research, men are more than women in oluyole local government. 49.7% are women while 50.3% are men.
The sample size was determined by using the Taro Yamane’s Formula at a 95% confidence level. The formula goes thus:

The table above shows that 221 representing 52.8% of the respondents Strongly agreed that She Matters programme makes them feel happy, 111 representing 27.8% Agreed to this, 31 representing 7.8% of the respondents were Undecided about this, 3 representing 0.8% of the respondents Disagreed and 35 representing 8.8% of the respondents Strongly disagreed. The table also shows that 132 representing 33% of the respondents Strongly agreed that the Programme keeps them informed, 156 representing 39% of the respondents Agreed to this, 31 representing 7.8% of the respondents were Undecided, 3 representing 0.8% of the respondents Disagreed and 35 representing 8.8% of the respondents Strongly disagreed. 
The table also reveals that out of the total respondents for this study, 137 representing 34.3% of the respondents Strongly agreed that the She Matters programmeentertains them, 150 representing 37.5% of the respondents Agreed to this, 32 representing 8% of the respondents were Undecided, 3 representing 0.8% of the respondents Disagreed and 35 representing 8.8% of the respondents Strongly disagreed. The table also reveals that 180 representing 45% of the respondents Strongly agreed that the She Matters programme provides emotional support, 106 representing 26.5% of the respondents Agreed to this, 36 representing 9% of the respondents were Undecided, 5 representing 1.3% of the respondents Disagreed and 35 representing 8.8% of the respondents Strongly disagreed.
Furthermore, the table reveals that 144 representing 36% of the respondents Strongly agreed that She Matters programme occupies their time, 133 representing 33.3% of the respondents Agreed to this, 39 representing 9.8% of the respondents were Undecided, 8 representing 2% of the respondents Disagreed and 35 representing 8.8% of the respondents Strongly disagreed.

Table 11 above shows that out of the total respondents, only 393 provided answers for this section. The table reveals that 266 representing 66.5% of the respondents picked Yes, that means that this category of respondents feel more empowered to seek help after listening to She Matters on Fresh FM while 127 representing 31.8% of the respondents picked No.
Discussion of Findings
This part of the study discusses the outcome of this study based on two research questions developed for this study. This  study focused on the impact of Fresh FM She Matters radio programme in curbing domestic violence among women in Oluyole Local Government. The findings show that majority of the respondents in this study feel empowered to seek help or support for domestic violence after listening to She Matters on Fresh FM. Majority of the respondents have  not utilized resources or services related to domestic violence after listening to She Matters. Aderinto et. al  (2006).  Domestic Violence against Women in Nigeria: An investigation in Delta and Edo states, opines that Nigeriais a country rooted in primordialism, rapid changes have been evident in its socio-cultural structure. These changes are producing a wide range of beneficial, as well as harmful, characterized by changing values, expectations towards women, gender roles, sexuality, and marriage worsening socio-economic conditions. The result of the study showed that there are several causes of domestic violence against women and explains the complexity of the problem. In spite of the fact that women face violent situations at home, they prefer coping with the condition to home desertion-‘for the sake of the children’, and the ‘faith that the man will change’. The study suggests that the woman’s social, political and economic dependence on her man provides the basis for the perpetration of violence against women. The result of this study also present a glimpse of the endemic nature of domestic violence in Nigerian society. These results contribute to knowledge in the social pressures that limit the power and freedom of the woman with regard to violent relationships.   
Overall, the high commonness of violence among women in Oluyole Local Government Area poses a significant threat to their safety, well being, and fundamental rights. This problem of violence among women is a serious issue that affects not only individuals but also the community as a whole. It creates a culture of fear, endless gender inequality, and thwart the progress of the society. Therefore, it is imperative to address this problem by promoting awareness, education, and implementing effective measures to inhibit violence and provide support to the victims.
 Conclusion 
           This study has been able to analyze the Influence of Fresh FM “ She Matters Radio Programme On Domestic Violence Among Women in Oluyole Local Government, Ibadan” . This study concluded that the She Matter programme has a great influence on the  women of Oluyole Local Government. The women of Oluyole LG spend between 30 minutes to 1 hour listening to She Matters radio programme of Fresh FM and most of them like listening to the Rape, Marriage or Phone in aspect. Also, these women have one reason or the other for listening to She Matters radio programme and it has influenced their perception towards domestic violence.With the response of the respondents, it is also evident that these women feel more empowered to fight against domestic violence when they listen to She Matters programme. Overall, She Matters radio programmeserves as a medium to address the problem of domestic violence by promoting awareness, education, and implementing effective measures to inhibit violence and provide support to the victims.
5.3 RECOMMENDATION
Based on the findings of this research, the following recommendations are made:
1.       Doctors practicing in all areas of medicine in conjunction with health organizations like World Health Organization and organizations that fight against domestic violence need to recognize and explore the potential relevance of violence issues when considering women’s reasons for presenting with ill health.
2.       Community and women leaders should ensure that women who report cases of domestic abuse are adequately protected from the perpetrators.
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
